                                ENERGY 
Energy from the sun is safe, pollution-free, efficient 
and limitless. Unfortunately, it is expensive.  But it is 
good for remote places with lots of sun. 
 
                                ENERGY 
The sea can give a lot of energy, especially when it is 
stormy. There is only one such energy station in the 
world - in Norway.  The machinery has to be very strong.  
 
                                ENERGY 
Where there is a great difference between low and 
high tides, this form of energy is possible.

Fermented animal dung makes methane gas.  This is 
cheap and can be used instead of fuel.
